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8 UBC Preachers preached during Holy Week

The most significant event in history was the resurrection
of Jesus Christ. The religious leaders and government
authorities determined He had to die. What they didn’t
know is what He was dying for. He who had no sin died
for our sins. He was dead and buried, but when some of
His followers went to His grave; He wasn’t there. Before
ascending to Heaven, He would commission His followers
(which includes us) to go and make disciples of all nations,
baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and
of the Holy Spirit.

This is what Uptown Baptist Church exists for. We
were blessed when we baptized four new believers in
February. When they came out of the water, we saw the
symbolization of a resurrection. These young men were
dead in their sins, but professed Christ and have new life in
Him. All around us are people in need. Some don’t even
know they’re in need.

That doesn’t come without the
forgiveness of sins that only comes through Jesus Christ.
On Sundays we meet together in our classes and worship
proclaiming this. On Mondays-Friday, we’re preaching this
while we feed those in need of a meal. On the 2nd and 4th
Saturday each month, we have men’s group where we build
each other up around this central truth. Our Lord was not
there. He has risen! He is alive! He has a purpose for each
and every one of us.
